on continue to be on hold and awaiting funding.

Local 640 and NECA recently signed a Memorandum of Understanding that incorporates
new mandatory language negotiated nationally regarding the 1 in 4 rule for dispatch. What
this means to our members is that you can designate Local 640 as your Book 1 Local and
remain a Book 1 hand for as long as you want. There are some details that go along with
that which are explained in a mailing that you should be receiving (if you haven’t already).
If you do not receive this mailing, or we do not have your current address, and you are a
Local 640 member not currently eligible to sign Book 1, please contact the Hall or come in
as soon as you can and we will get you the information and the form you need to fill out to
make this happen. There is a grace period through the end of this year on waiving the 1 in 4
requirement, so please don’t delay. Also please note that you will only be able to retain Book
| status at a single Local at any given time.
